
RESOLUTION 1/2011
To Amend Paragraphs 7.3 (b) and (d) of the By-Laws of the 

Trinidad and Tobago Chamber of Industry and Commerce 

WHEREAS Paragraph 7.3 (b) of the By-Laws of the Chamber (‘the By-Laws’), provides that  nomination papers for the election of members of the Board be posted to members at least 30 days prior to the date of the Annual Meeting and completed nomination papers be returned at least 16 days before the date of the Annual Meeting.
AND WHEREAS Paragraph 7.3 (d) of the By-Laws provides inter alia that no voting paper will be accepted for Ballot which reaches the Secretary after twelve noon on the day preceding the Annual Meeting.
AND WHEREAS the Board wishes to recommend to the membership in the interests of improving the administrative arrangements for the holding of the Annual Meeting to amend the By-Laws to provide for Nominations Papers to be posted electronically to all members at least 45 days prior to the Annual Meeting and to be returned at least 30 days before the date of the Annual Meeting.
BE IT RESOLVED as follows:

1.
that Paragraph 7.3 (b)  be amended as follows:  

By deleting the following “thirty (30)” at line two and replacing same with “forty-five (45)”;
2.
By deleting the following “sixteen (16)” at line four and replacing same with “thirty (30)”;
3.
that Paragraph 7.3 (d)  be amended as follows:
By deleting at line seven the words “on the day preceding” and replacing same with “two (2) days preceding”;
Paragraph 7.3 (b) will now read as follows:

Nomination papers for the election of members of the Board of Directors shall be posted to all members by the Secretary at least forty five (45) days prior to the date of the Annual Meeting.  Nomination papers duly completed must be returned at least thirty (30)s days before the date of the Annual Meeting.
Paragraph 7.3 (d) will now read as follows: 


A member who desired and is qualified to record his vote in respect of any vacancy shall return his voting papers duly completed in a sealed envelope hearing his signature and addressed to the Secretary.  The envelopes so received: shall be opened by the Secretary in the presence of two members of the Chamber nominated by the President as scrutineers.  No voting shall be accepted for Ballot which reaches the Secretary after twelve noon two (2) days preceding the Annual Meeting.
